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PROCEEDINGS
FIRST DAY—FORENOON SESSION

The Kings Mountain Baptist Association met in its eighty-third

annual session at 9:30 A. M. on October 5th, 19 33, with the church at

Patterson Grove. Moderator J. W. Suttle and Clerk J. V. DeYenny,

•elected at' last session to serve through the present one, were in place.

After songs by the congregation the opening prayer was offered by

H. E. Waldrop. The body was called to order for business. On

motion the delegates present are declared to constitute the Association.

An enrollment’ committee was announced.

Certain changes in the published program were proposed and

adopted. Changes were also proposed in the Constitution combining

the offices of clerk and treasurer and substituting a General Board

for the duties of the present Executive Board and for other duties.

An additional article was proposed for the Confession of Faith. These

changes and additions were read by the Clerk and submitted to the

body to be voted on tomorrow. A change in the time of tlie annual

meeting was recommended by the Executive Board, making the time

Thursday and Friday following the third Sunday in October. This

change was adopted.

The report on Religious Literature was read and adopted after

being spoken to by W. G. Camp and B. K. Mason.

RELIGIOUS LITERATURE

Jesus said “Man shall not live by bread alone but by every word

that proceedeth out' of the mouth of God.” This puts the Bible first

on the list of religious literature. Surely we agree that every Christian

home should have some kind of family worship and in the very center

of family worship or individual devotion is the open Bible and the

voice of prayer. f

Next after the Bible every Christian home should provide for

some reading matter that is definitely religious and definitely Chris-

tian. The secular papers and magazines, as a rule, do not offer

Christian teaching. That is not their field.

Home and Foreign Fields, a Missionary Magazine for Southern

Baptist's, The Biblical Recorder, our own Baptist paper for North

Carolina, and Charity and Children, the familiar voice of the Mills

Home, should be in each of our homes. The cost is not great. You
can get this trio of excellent publications sent to your mail box for

one year for four dollars, about half the price of a daily paper.

D. G. Washburn, the writer, read and discussed the report on
Mills Home. R. D. Covington, treasurer of the institution, also spoke
interestingly on the report, after which it was adopted.
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REPORT ON MILLS HOME

The Orphanage is one of the Lord’s great institutions. It is

supported and run by the Baptists of North Carolina. Accoiding to

our information there are six hundred thirty-three children in the

Orphanage at present.

One hundred and thirty-four of these are at the Eastein bianch

of our Orphanage, the Kennedy Home, located near Kinston, N. C.

It and Thomasville are under the same management.
Mothers aid work has been in operation for thirteen years, and

we are now aiding two hundred and fifteen childien in theii own

homes with their mothers. A very great service is being done by this

phase of the work. These added to the others, make eight hundied

and forty-eight children in the care of North Carolina Baptists.

The auditor’s report of nineteen and thirty-two shows the cost

of maintaining six hundred thirty-two children at’ Thomasville and

Kennedy Home to be $20.25 per child per month. Of this amount

$17.83 was paid out in cash and the balance was produce, and etc.

This shows us something of what this great work cost t'he Baptists

of our State.

This great institution is largely supported by the Thanksgiving

offerings, and the once a month offerings from our Sunday Schools.

It is urged therefore that our churches make liberal offerings on

Thanksgiving Day, and all Sunday Schools make at least an offering

once a month for this work.
Your committee recommends to all Sunday Schools the Orphanage

paper, Charity and Children.

Several committees were announced. (See list of committees).

New pastors were formally recognized: B. P. Parks of Elizabeth

and C. V. Martin of Shelby Second recently having joined the brother-

hood of this Association. Several visitors of neighboring Associations

and elsewhere were also recognized. (See list of visitors.)

The hour for the annual Introductory Sermon having arrived, the

appointed preacher, T. L. Justice, came to the platform. Song by the

congregation followed by prayer, D. G. Washburn leading. Luke

24:27-32 was read and verse 32 was announced as containing the text,

“Did not' our hearts burn within us.” Heartfelt religion was the-

subject deduced and presented with apt and moving illustrations and

applications.

Prayer and benediction by W. P. Biggerstaff.

AFTERNOON SESSION

After an opening song prayer was led by G. "W .
Giiffin.

Greetings were spoken by G. W. Griffin and O. E. bams.

The following reports were read:

Co-operative Program and Church F inance, B. I . F aiks, State

Missions, Zeno Wall; Home Missions, Rush Padgett; Foreign Missions,

H. E. Waldrop. Pending motion to adopt, brethren Parks and Wal-

drop spoke each to the report read by himself. M. A. Huggins,

General Secretary of the State Convention, spoke to the combined
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reports at’ some length. He emphasized our present program of

Christian work as carrying out the program of Jesus outlined in the

New Testament. In applying this program in the financial field every

co-operative dollar given by the churches this year is divided at the

ratio of 60 cent's for the State objects and 40 cents for South-wjide

objects. Of the 6 0 cents kept in the State 42 cents is applied on debt

service, 14 cents goes to State Missions, 3 cents to Baptist Hospital

building fund at Winston-Salem, and 1 cent to Ministerial Education

at our Baptist colleges. Of the 40 cent’s going to South-wide objects

20 cents is applied to Foreign Missions, 9 1/3 cents to Home Missions,

7 1/3 cents to Theological Seminaries, 2 1/3 cents to Old Ministers

Relief, and 1 cent to the South-wide Hospital at New Orleans.

The reports were adopted as read.

CO-OPERATIVE PROGRAM AND CHURCH FINANCE

The Co-operative Program is a method adopted by the Southern
Baptist' Convention for the carrying on of the Missionary, Educational
and Benevolent work. It unifies and correlates all of our work into
one unified budget, thus enabling every member of the church to
share with his or her gifts in all of the work of Southern Baptists,
at home and abroad. This plan provides for a voluntary co-operative
effort and spiritual unity; enabling the individual to make his or her
gifts intelligently.

This method and plan will succeed or fail, in accordance with
the manifested efforts of pastors and church leaders.

Every church should have a worthy and adequate financial pro-
gram. It should be formulated by the church through its leaders;
thoroughly explained to all the members, and after being adopted' by
vote, should be promulgated by authority from the church.

This system of financing merits, and should receive the support
of the entire membership.

STATE MISSIONS

State Missions is the work of our brethren, in North Carolina, to
help struggling churches, at strategic places, and to aid worthy min-
isters and workers in their effort's to obey the commands of Christ
to carry the message of salvation to all who live within our borders.
And during the past this work has been greatly blessed of the Lord,
but today, owing to the decrease in gift's, brought about largely by
the depression, this important work has been greatly handicapped.
Last year we helped 40 pastors in their work of serving 87 churches,
and we maintained our Sunday School and B. Y. P. U. forces, though
not as adequately as the needs demand, some, as you know, going
into other work because of a falling off in receipts for this important
work.

Secretary Huggins and his capable board have cut the appropria-
tions almost beyond the endurance point, and have resolved to keep
out of debt. But we must see to it, my brethren, that no further cuts
are made, and that sufficient funds are sent in, from month to month,
to make Christ known in every nook and corner of our State.
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HOME MISSIONS

Home Mission Board S. B. C., Atlanta, Ga., Executive Secretary,

J. B. Lawrence.

“But ye shall receive power when the Holy Spirit is come upon
you; and ye shall be my witnesses both in Jerusalem and all Judea,
and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost parts of the earth.” Acts 1:8.

We are to witness to Christ “both in” and “unto” in between
Jerusalem and the uttermost parts of the earth lies “Samaria.”

Our Samaria is the task too great for the individual states in the
bounds of the S. B. C. Work among the Negroes, Indians, foreigners,
in Cuba and the Canal Zone, and the industrial section of the South.

Worthwhile achievements. The Home Mission Board for the past’

few years has faced the necessity of doing its work and meeting its

obligations on a constantly decreasing income. It has, however, bal-

anced its budget each year, lived within its income, met' its payments
promptly and paid an appreciable amount on the principal of its

debts. This year paying §140,000 on principal and interest.

The work of its missionaries has also been signally blessed of the
Lord. The reports this year show practically the same number of
baptisms as heretofore, even though the Board was forced tp reduce
the number of its missionaries.

FOREIGN MISSIONS

To the Kings Mountain Baptist Association:

The Foreign Mission work like all other phases of our work is

greatly handicapped for lack of financial help. God is to be praised
that the work has moved on as well as it has.

During the past 2 7 years our churches on the foreign field have
increased in number from 214 to more than 2,500, and of the 2,500

churches more than 1,800 are self-supporting. In a little more than
a quarter of a century our membership has increased from about
12,800 to around 170,000 in number.

The members of our churches on the foreign field are giving more
to the cause of Christ now than all Southern Baptist gave thirty

years ago.

One of the most encouraging things about our work on the
foreign field is the number of native workers who are giving their

life’s blood to spread the Gospel of Christ to their kindred and friends.

One of the sadest things is that’ so many so-called Missionary
Baptist Churches do not give anything to foreign missions or any other
kind of missions.

There were five churches in our own Association last year who
does not have anything to their credit' for missions of any kind.

We hope and pray that all our hearts shall lie opened wider to

all our mission causes.

After announcements the Association was led in a period of

devotion by Zeno Wall. Scriptures were read from Exodus 14. Theme:
j

The shut-ins and tire way out. The closing prayer was offered by

J. S. Farmer, making special petition for our sick brothers, D. F.

Putnam and J. J. Beach, and for the family of Bro. Beach.
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NIGHT SESSION

Exercises began at 7:00 P. M. with singing by the congregation.

Prayer offered, with "YV . C. Campbell leading.

The report on B. Y. P. U . Work, prepared b\ IMis. L. IT. Ledfoid,

was read by W. T. Brown. On motion to adopt the Moderator placed

the meeting under the direction of Miss Ola Lee Glasco. An interest-

ing program was rendered illustrating the nrethod of conducting a

B Y. P. U. service based on the theme: “Looking unto Jesus for an

enlarged vision of world needs.” Those taking part in the exercises

were Miss Libby McCurry, Miss Bessie Weaver, Miss La Lene Grigg,

Miss Eddis Byers, W. T. Brown, and Hal and Mildred W erson of

Junior age who most beautifully rendered the song, “Neath the Old

Olive Trees.” The Moderator added some stirring and encouraging

words, and the report was adopted.

REPORT ON B. Y. P. U. WORK
The organization known as the “Baptist Young People’s Union”

is playing a great part in the training of our young people for definite

Christian service. New methods and plans are being introduced from

time to time in order to meet the needs all around us.

The Baptist Churches of North Carolina have more than 2,5 00

Unions and around 475 general organizations. In tire 6 8 Associations

there are 64 associational organizations. In the Kings Mountain 86

Unions with approximately 2,000 enrolled and with 17 general organi-

zations. Most of these Unions have held at least one study course

during the past year. Our Association is divided into five districts

with a leader for each, and a district quarterly meeting is held in

each with interesting programs.

Our Associational Convention for the present year was held at

Poplar Springs Church on June 8 with a large number of our young

people present. A fine program was rendered. Miss Minnie Rickett,

our State B. Y. P. U. leader, was present and gave the principal

address of the afternoon. The meeting for next year will be held

with the Elizabeth Church. A place will be provided on the program

for the older people of the adult Unions to have a part.

It is hoped that this work will grow in numbers and interest

throughout the coming year. Each church is urged to try to take

care of the Christian training of its young members. As leaders in

this work we beg for the love, prayers, and co-operation of all who
are interested in the welfare of our young people that we may go

forward in this phase of the Lord’s work.

The hour having arrived for the annual Doctrinal Sermon, W. A.

Elam, the appointed preacher, took charge. Prayer was led by R. H.

Weaver. Scripture reading from John 6. Sermon theme: Eating

the flesh and drinking the blood of the Christ. The true believer does

this as he appropriates to himself by faith the living truths of His

incarnation, His serving life, His sacrificial death, and His triumphant

resurrection. These inward experiences are symbolized in partaking

of the bread and wine of the Memorial Supper. Closing prayer and

benediction by the preacher.
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SECOND DAY—FORENOON SESSION

Opening songs were followed by prayer led by J. B. Davis. The

minutes of yesterday were read and approved. The changes proposed

on yesterday in the constitution and Confession of Faith were re-

read by W. A. Elam, and on motion were adopted by the Association.

(See Constitution and Confession as published in this minute.)

At a special inspirational session of the Association held last April

at Beaver Dam Church a committee was named to make recommen-
dations to this body concerning the holding of another such session

during the coming spring or summer. This committee through D. F.

Hord reported recommending that such session be held, and that the

General Board to be appointed later have charge of arranging time,

place, and program. So ordered.

The report' on Sunday Schools was adopted after being read and

spoken to by J. W. Costner. Associational S. S. officers as recom-

mended at a recent S. S. meeting were elected to serve through the

coming year. The Moderator made a strong plea for more active

support of this work on the part' of pastors and churches. 'A special

contribution was made for the furtherance of this work, amount
$33.84. This sum was turned over to Brother Costner.

SUTNDAY SCHOOD REPORT

The Sunday School succeeds or fails at the point of teaching. The
teaching is just as good as are the teachers, and they are as good as

they know what and how to teach, and are willing to work at their

task.

To improve the teaching, improve the teacher, thus improvement
becomes quite a personal matter. If one wants to be a better teacher,

one must be willing to put forth the necessary effort, and should stand

ready with the Church and Sunday School in a constant program of

training the workers and members.
Among many things a teacher should know, are three outstanding

essentials, 1st, that teachers are commissioned. 2nd, they should know
God’s word. 3rd, they should know their pupils.

The Sunday School is a character builder, and its influence spreads
into every walk of life, and is therefore not to be considered a small

undertaking, it’s a big job and requires officers and teachers of the

highest spiritual type, that will be on duty, constantly warning, and
hanging out danger signals to the rising generation.

Judge Fawcett of New York, said that during twenty-three years
on the bench in which time over 4,000 boys under 21 years of age that'

were convicted of crime, only three were members ot a Sunday School.

My! what a challenge is before us to reach all our people and gc<t

them to studying God’s word.
We have a church membership in North Carolina of 433,046 white

Baptist with only 368,189 enrolled in our Sunday Schools, leaving
55,065 not even enrolled. In 1932 in this Association we reported a
church membership of 12,264 and 11,523 enrolled in Sunday School,
leaving 741 of our members not even enrolled.
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The churches reported in 1932, C51 baptisms, most of which come
from the Sunday School enrollment, and a total in gifts to all causes

of $78,647.31 or equal to $120.81 per each soul won to Christ.

Last year the Association which met' at New Bethel assumed the

responsibility of electing your Sunday School Associational Superin-

tendent and one associate, and the Secretary, leaving the Group Super-

intendents election to the six different groups, all of which terms

expire with the calendar year. Up to the present the Sunday School

Association has had nine regular monthly meetings and six group
meetings, and have reached in these meetings a total of 213 churches

and 2,18 3 people. A complete account is given each year at the

January Sunday School meeting.

We urge each Church and Sunday School to adopt a definite pro-

gram of training, to train the workers and members. Take one

Sunday’s offering each month for the Mills Home at Thomasville, take

a religious census each year, adopt the Standard of Excellence as a

program of work, and to co-operate with the Associational workers
in trying to build bigger and better Sunday Schools, that will reach
and teach as never before.

Proverbs 29-15 says, A child left' to himself, causeth shame to

his mother. Let’s not leave our possibilities out in the world by
themselves. Let’s go after them, and bring them under the influence

of the Gospel, and into the teaching services of the Church.
The report on Baptist Hospital, prepared by D. P. Putnam, was

read by II. E. Waldrop and adopted after discussion by D. G. Wash-
burn.

REPORT OX BAPTIST HOSPITAL

The North Carolina Baptist Hospital is located at Winston-Salem.

The plant is not as large as some, but is as complete as any in the

State. A Christian minister, Dr. G. T. Lumpkin, is superintendent.

A large staff of the finest doctors and surgeons of the South are

available, with one of the kindest and most efficient corps of nurses

to be found anywhere.
The Hospital has been in operation for ten years, $250,000 has

been expendid in charity, over ten thousand have been helped. No one

that has applied for help has been turned away. The unprecedented

financial conditions have been such that to do this work the Hospital

has been forced to go in debt during the last year. Many of our

churches do not contribute to this work. It is a fine way to carry

out our Lord’s command, “Heal the sick,” about which He gave us

His own blessed example.

The Hospital is urging the churches sending patients to arrange

to pay at least one dollar and half a day on the expenses of patients

sent to the Hospital by them. If this is done all who come can be

cared for without incuring debt. The pastor or deacon can usually

arrange this by calling attention to the need and the proposition as

made by the Superintendent.

We recommend, that' all the churches in the Kings Mountain
Association take an offering on Mothers’ Day for this charity work,

in case this is not convenient set some other date and give the church

an opportunity to contribute to this most blessed work of the Master.

Superintendent Lumpkin says, “They will have not less than

2,000 next year,” and closes an appeal with the following: “We want
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your support. We crave your prayers. We beg you to send your pay
patients as well as your charity. We wait’ on you. Don’t forget us

and we will be waiting to help in a day of distress. For we must
heal the sick. It is our Lord’s command.”

The following report was read by J. L. Jenkins, President of

Boiling Springs Junior College:

REPORT ON BOILING SPRINGS COLLEGE

On June 30, 19 33, Boiling Springs Junior College closed its fourth
year without incurring a single cent of indebtedness. Again this past
year, the Board of Trustees contracted with the teachers to take the
school and operate it for its income as follows: For all operating
expenses; set aside ten per cent of the balance for the liquidation of

debts and then divide what remains among the teachers pro rata
according to their basic salaries. All expenses have been reduced to

a minimum. The teachers salaries last year were small.
There is an enrollment' of 9 0 students in the college department,

besides specials, making a grand total of over a hundred for the fall

semester. The spirit of the college is excellent among both the
students and faculty and there is strong resolution on the part' of all,

teachers, students and trustees to carry on.

The terms of the following trustees expire with the meeting of
this Association: B. T. Falls, Mrs. Robert Doggett, F. H. Quinn,
S. H. Austell, Rev. L. L. Jessup moved away. W. W. Washburn where
death leaves a vacancy.

The money which the Kings Mountain and Sandy Run Associa-
tions authorized and directed the trustees to borrow to procure the
necessary equipments to standardize the school is due the bank and
private parties. Both have called their loans, which amounts to about
§4,500.

Your committee recommends:
1. That the Kings Mountain and Sandy Run Associations take
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definite steps to pay this or as much thereon as is possible on this
debt during the next GO days or at the earliest' possible date.

2. That the Associations agree to raise the necessary endowment
for the school between now and next spring which is $ 5

, 000 .

J. L. JENKINS.
Pending motion to adopt' prayer was led by W. A. Elam and a

duet was rendered. by students of the institution. Pres. Jenkins pressed
the claims of the institution on the audience in an impressive and
moving plea. Explanatory remarks were added by J. H. Quinn and
B. T. Falls of the Trustees. B. T. Falls also presented the attached
supplementary report which was ordered printed as a matter of infor-

mation. The time for the discussion was continued till the close of

the morning period, and later extended into the afternoon session.

The closing prayer of the morning period was offered by C. J. Black.

AFTERNOON SESSION

Singing followed by prayer offered by W. E. Lowe. On motion a
committee on the pending matter of the pressing indebtedness on
B. S. Junior College was named, said committee to apportion the
amount among the several churches and report their findings to the
approaching meeting of the General Board. (See list.)

The pending report was adopted.

The report on Old Ministers’ Relief was adopted, being read and
discussed by Jno. P. Mull. Mrs. Blanton, a beneficiary of the Relief
Board, also made some touching remarks expressing her gratitude
for help.

OLD MINISTERS’ RELIEF

One of the most pathetic problems which confront our denomina-
tion is the care of our old and retired ministers. As a denomination
we are doing very little to relieve the wants of the old noble fellows
and their widows. The United States Government provides a pension
for its retired soldiers, many industrial plants provides retirement pay
for their faithful employees, and the county provides for its aged and
infirm but we do not seem to have any program for our retired
preachers and their widows.

The Relief and Annuity Board of the Southern Baptist Convention
is located at Dallas, Texas, and Thomas J. Watts is the Executive
Secretary. This Board is doing the best it can for the cause with
what funds it receives but contributions are very limited and slow in
coming in and necessarily the Board cannot pay out money unless we
send in our contributions. Some of the younger preachers, who have
good salaries, join the Annuity Board but a vast majority of our
preachers are not able with the meager salaries we pay them to join
the Board and must depend on the contributions which come into the
Relief Board.

We, your committee, would suggest that each of the churches of
the Association take an offering for Old Ministers’ Relief each year
at Christmas and let it be understood that whatever is given will go
to gladden and cheer the heart of some old retired preacher or widow
and that it will be the church’s and your Christmas present to them.

At this point special recognition was accorded Mrs. Minnie Ram-
saur of Lawndale, a staunch supporter of every good cause through
many years. Such recognition was also accorded Miss Etta Curtis

who has served on the Boiling Springs faculty through a period of

twenty-five years.

Temperance and Public Morals was reported on by R. R. Cook,

who spoke to the report pending adoption.

C. A. Upchurch, representing the United Dry Forces of America,

was recognized and spoke, strongly emphasizing the evils of intem-

perance and the legalized liquor traffic. On adoption of the report

the resolution that follows was offered and adopted by unanimous
rising vote.

TEMPERANCE AND PUBLIC MORALS

We are facing the greatest problem that we have ever faced. We
as Christians ought to confess that we have been asleep or don’t love

our homes nor our country, or we would not have let the wet force

get so far ahead. We as Christian people stand a hundred per cent

for the ISth Amendment. Not only are we willing to pray that God
may pull back the wet forces, but that we are willing to use all of

our power for God’s glory and the good of man.
This is not a political matter, but it is a religious matter and on

the 7th of November we are willing to show the world where we stand
concerning the repeal. What has the 18th Amendment done for this

country? Under this Amendment, this has taken place, as follows:

Death from alcohol decreased 4 per cent
Alcoholic insanity decreased 6 6 per cent

General crime from drink decreased 54 per cent

Drunkness decreased 70 per cent

Death from alcohol decreased 42 per cent

The cost for enforcing the 18th Amendment, New York City

spends three times as much on its police force as spent in the United

States to enforce the ISth Amendment by the Federal Government.
Who want's the repeal?

The foreign nations were selling to the United States millions and
millions of dollars in liquor each year. They said their sales were cut

75 per cent and their liquor dealers lost one billion dollars in five years

on account of the ISth Amendment. They met in London and organ-
ized an Association, against prohibition, and the big rich men of this

country. What has legalized liquor done in Canada?
Caused :

Deaths from alcohol increased 100 per cent
Drunkness increased 5 5 per cent
Drunken drivers _ increased 830 per cent

Immoral crimes ..increased 7 6 per cent

Auto wrecks increased 42 per cent

Wet Canada has three times as many automobile wrecks as dry

United States. England has 4 times as many, and Germany has 6

times as many. Alcohol will kill the living, preserve the dead. It

produces weakness not strength, sickness not health, death not life.

It makes wives widows, children orphans, and fills the jails. That*

brings shame not honor, dispair not happiness. It curses God and
dispises heaven.

We should put our stamp of disapproval on all forms of amuse-
ment such as dancing, card playing, Sunday golf and baseball, public

swimming pools, gambling such as slot machines, punch boards and
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pool rooms, and stock markets and all other gambling.
We your committee recommend that the committee that we

appointed last year to work with the officers of the county fair con-
cerning the gambling stands will continue their good work.

Resolved, That we, the messengers to the Kings Mountain Asso-
ciation hereby go on record as being everlastingly opposed to the
repeal of the 18th Amendment and hereby call on the membership of

our churches to co-operate in helping to defeat the wet forces.

A collection was taken to aid the United Dry Movement, S1G.6S

being realized and paid over to C. A. Upchurch.

C. J. Black, Historian, submitted the following report which was
approved :

HISTORIAN’S REPORT

In making our report this year, we are not going to deal so much
with numbers as with conditions. We have boasted of our numbers
long enough, now it is time for us to think about what we are doing.
In counting our numbers we have forgotten many of the more impor-
tant things we have to consider. It is impossible for us to leave num-
bers out entirely, but we must not boast' of them unless we do more
than we have been for the past five years.

1. Let us notice our Association just a little. We have been
growing steadily for many years. Last year we reported 12,2 64 mem-
bers, a gain of 27 2 over 1931, this year we reported 12,740, a gain of
476 over 1932. Last year we reported 653 baptisms, this year we
Reported 5 79. Look at these figures and see if it did not take more
than twenty members to lead one soul to Christ in Cleveland county.
Can we boast of anything here?

2. The Kings Mountain Association stands tenth in the State.

The Mount Zion stands at the head of the group with 16,2 31 members
reported last year. The Gaston County, Mecklenburg and Cabbarrus,
The Piedmont, The Pilot Mountain, The Roanoke. The Sandy Run,
The Tar River, and The West Chowan stand ahead of us in numbers.

3. Th'ere has been a steady decline in contributions to the Co-
operative Program. Some churches are giving nothing at all, others
are giving but little. This is the symptom of a terrible disease Bap-
tists are suffering from. This disease is very common now, but it’

seems that no one has prescribed for it. It may be called “back-
sliding,” but I rather believe that it ought to be called “ungodliness.”
It is not the lack of money that keeps us behind, but our relation to

our God. When people have the right relation to their God, they can
give without any trouble. They can give sacrificially and powerfully.
How we need an “old time revival” to get us back to God!

4. For a number of years, or we might say from the World War,
we have been declining in Godliness until there is no such thing as
discipline in our churches. Our folks are dancing, playing cards,

playing golf on Sundays, swimming sex with sex, drinking bootleg
whiskey until we have well nigh lost our hold on God. There must
be a turning back to God, or all of our work will become so dis-

organized that this geeration can never see it in working shape again.
5. Your historian recommends that we return to the “Old Land-

mark,” re-establish discipline in our churches, erect family altars in

our homes, have our old time Saturday meetings in our churches,
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live lives that the world may take knowledge of us that we have been

with Jesus.

W. E. Lowe reported on Obituaries, his report showing the loss

of 89 members by death during the year. (See memorial page.) The

Clerk called attention to the fact that a memorial to the late Professor

J. D. Huggins prepared for insertion in last year's Minutes did not

reach him in time for publication. It was voted that this memorial

be added to the Minutes of this year.

The closing devotional service was conducted by C. A . Martin.

Prayer led by T. L. Justice. Scripture Acts 1:8 “Ye shall be my
witnesses.”

CONSTITUTION

PREAMBLE: We, the messengers of Baptist churches located in

the County of Cleveland, State of North Carolina, and territory adja-

cent thereto, do hereby propose to establish and maintain the order

and rules of a district Association in conformity to the following plan:

ARTICLE 1. The name of this organization shall be the Kings

Mountain Baptist Association.

ARTICLE 2. The membership of the Association shall consist of

such messengers as may be selected by the churches comprising it

and duly certified to in the annual letters sent by the churches to

the appointed meetings, the basis of representation being two mes-

sengers for each church having a membership not exceeding fifty,

and one additional messenger for each increase of fifty or major

fraction thereof in church membership. All pastors serving con-

stituent churches together with all regularly ordained ministers hold-

ing membership in these churches shall also be members of the body.

The courtesies of the floor may be extended to representatives of the

denominational interests, and also to ministers and members of other

Christian organizations.

ARTICLE 3. The Association shall meet annually, the time and
place being determined at the previous session: and each annual
meeting shall organize itself by enrolling its membership, and by
•electing from it's membership the following officers: Moderator, Vice-
Moderator, Clerk-Treasurer, and Historian, whose duties shall be to

serve in the usual capacity of such officers and who shall hold office,

unless duly deposed by the electing body, until their respective suc-

cessors are elected.

AMENDMENT: At the discretion of the Association, all officers

may be elected at the close of one session to serve until the close of

the succeeding one.

ARTICLE 4. At each annual session a General Board shall be
appointed by the Association, which Board shall consist of the general
officers of the body together with the superintendents of the S. S. and
W. M. U. work, the president of the B. Y. P. U. Convention, the presi-

dent of Boiling Springs Junior College, the pastor of each church
composing the Association, and one member from each church, which
member shall be nominated by the delegates present from his church
and approved by the Association. This Board shall hold meetings
either monthly or quarterly and shall exercise the functions and dis-

charge the duties usually committed to an executive board or com-
mittee. At its discretion it may select out of its own number an
Executive Board of not less than seven members to act in its behalf
between sessions of the full board.

The purposes and plans of this General Board in all its meetings
shall be to promote the interests and carry forward the work of the
Association and of its constituent churches as this work is outlined in

Article 5 of the constitution. The Board may select a time and place

and arrange a program for holding extra sessions of the Association

for inspirational and devotional meetings. In case of emergency it

may also arrange for special business sessions of the body; provided,

however, that no action taken in such extra business sessions shall

conflict with any action of a previous regular session, and provided
further, that the business of such extra session shall he limited to the
object or objects for which it was convened, and the membership of
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such special business session shall be made up of the messengers
selected by the churches and accredited to the previous regular

session.

ARTICLE 5. The prime purpose of this Association shall be to

counsel together for the enlargement and strengthening of God’s

Kingdom by promoting unity and growth among the churches com-
posing it, and by co-operating with the programs of the State Baptist

Convention and the Southern Baptist Convention in the work of Mis-

sions, Christian Education, and Social Service, and any and all other

object's. At each annual meeting one or more delegates shall be
elected to represent this body in the ensuing sessions of these con-

ventions.

ARTICLE 6. The Association may receive other churches into

its fellowship on letters of dismission from other like organizations.

It may also receive newly constituted churches whose articles of faith

harmonize with the Confession of Faith attached hereto, and whose
practice conforms to the purpose of this Association as set forth in

Article 5 above.
ARTICLE 7. While disclaiming the right' or authority to inter-

fere in the affairs of any local church, this Association asserts its

privilege of using its discretion in receiving churches into its fellow-

ship, and in withdrawing fellowship from any church found on care-

ful investigation to be walking in disorder or failing in practice to

endorse and support' the missionary and benevolent work of the Bap-
tist denomination.

ARTICLE 8. This Association shall conduct its business sessions

in accordance with parliamentary practice as set forth in any well-

authenticated book dealing with the subject'.

ARTICLE 9. This Constitution may be changed or amended at

any regular meeting of the Association; provided, however, that each
proposed change in amendment he submitted in writing on the first

day of the session to be voted on during the day following, and two-

thirds of the members present shall concur in its adoption.
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CONFESSIONS OF FAITH

1. We believe the Scriptures of the Old and the New Testaments
to be a divinely inspired revelation from God.

2. We accept the New Testament alone as revealing the only
plan of salvation, and as the final authority in all matters of church
polity and practice.

3. We believe Jesus Christ as revealed in the New Testament to

be the Son of God and the divine Savior of all who truly accept Him
as such.

4. We believe in the personality of the Holy Spirit and in His
abiding presence with the spirit of all the elect of God, in His quicken-
ing presence with the spirit of the unregenerate moving to repentance
and faith, in His witnessing presence with the spirit* of the regenerate
comforting and guiding throughout life, in His sustaining presence in
the experience of death, and in His continuing presence in the life

to come.

5. We believe salvation is attained through spiritual regeneration
in the act of repentance and acceptance of Jesus as Savior.

6. Since spiritual redemption was made available by the death,
burial and resurrection of Jesus, we believe that every regenerate
person should symbolize his own salvation by being buried with Him
in baptism.

7. Me believe a local church modeled after the New Testament
order is a company of regenerate persons voluntarily joined together
for the purpose of extending God’s Kingdom on -earth.

S. Me believe that each church should from time to time, as a
congregation, celebrate the Lord’s Supper as a memorial to Him.

0. M e believe in the ultimate triumph of God’s Kingdom over
all opposing powers, and that every regenerate soul shall have a share
in that triumph.
