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Former N.C. Lieutenant Gov. Walter Dalton Featured Speaker at April Event

This semester, Dalton has brought his knowledge and experience to GWU
serving as a distinguished visiting professor in the classroom, teaching Southern Politics and
American Government, conducting speaking engagements, setting up student internships,
and if needed – providing legal counsel to the University.

Dalton recently said in a past interview about being at GWU, “It’s exciting – the diverse
opportunities of my role.  I can tell students that I’ve lived some of what we are learning in
our text.  We all need to realize how we can impact government.”  In May, Dalton will assume
another new role as president of Isothermal Community College in Rutherfordton, N.C.
